CAMPING RULES:

1. There is a speed limit of 5 miles per hour for all vehicles, 4-wheelers, scooters, golf carts, etc. throughout the Fairgrounds.  For the safety of others we will be monitoring the speed limit.  Anyone found to be breaking the speed limit will be asked to park their vehicle and/or may be cited.  All vehicles must be confined to the camping area and are not allowed in the parking lots or on the fairgrounds.
2. Vehicles should enter and leave the fairgrounds through the entrance located along pit road.  All campers should use this entrance only.  Only one vehicle is allowed per camping site.  

3. All dogs must have a current rabies, distemper, hepatitis, leptospirosis, parvo virus, and parainfulenze certificates signed by a licensed veterinarian.  Dogs must be kept on a leash at all times and confined to the campground area.

4. Lanes between rows of camping units must remain open at all times for emergency access and fire protection.  Vehicles blocking emergency access will be towed away at owner’s expense.

5. The fair assumes no responsibility for damage or injuries to the campers.  In addition, the fair will not be responsible for the security of the campground area.

6. No alcoholic beverages are allowed out of campsites.  No controlled substances are allowed.

7. No open Fires allowed on Fairgrounds.  You may use barbeques and other devices that contain fires but not open pits.

8. There is an 11:00 p.m. quiet-time to respect fellow campers and neighbors.  Campsites will need to have all loud music off and keep converstions low.  Fair staff, Fair Board, and/or Grays Harbor County Deputies have the authority to shut down camps as necessary.  

Completion of the Reservation for Camping Space and payment thereof constitutes acceptance of the foregoing rules by the adult in charge and all persons using the assigned area.
